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Director’s Report

World Languages Catalog
LMxAC will receive funds from the NJSL Diversity grant awarded to BCCLS to upgrade our existing records for Chinese, Korean and Russian titles to allow their inclusion in the World Languages catalog.  We are working with OCLC on that project at this time.

Circulation Meeting

LMxAC conducted the annual circulation meeting on March 18, 2008.  Some of the topics discussed were the Ephemeral wizard, Offline circ, SirsiDynix future enhancements, how the enhancement process works and enhancements that LMxAC libraries would like to see.  Ann Macdonald will be putting our high priority circulation enhancements forward to the SirsiDynix user community.

Library Computer Support

We have recently completed several large jobs on behalf of our member libraries.  In Piscataway we completed an extensive re-cabling project, in Manville a large computer upgrade project and in New Brunswick we worked with library staff and Comprise to implement use of a signup station.  

Statistics, State Reports and LMxAC Reports

LMxAC received several requests to provide statistical information more in line with the information members are required to report to the state annually.  In doing so we identified some inconsistencies in the reports we are currently producing and are working to address those issues.  We are now committed to providing each member with data required by the state in February 2009 so that members can use that data for the state report.  We will be coming back to the members later this year to demonstrate the format we will use.

SirsiDynix Users Conference
LMxAC sent 4 staff to the annual SirsiDynix Superconference held in Detroit this April.  We attended sessions on a variety of topics and heard presentations about SirsiDynix’s plans for the future.  One of the areas of deepest interest to me is in the development of a next generation library catalog.  The product SD has been developing is called EPS (Enterprise Portal Solution) I have been unimpressed with this product and it has not yet been released for consortia.  At the conference we were introduced to a new product called Enterprise.  This seems to have some promise although it is not due to be released for a couple of months.  LMxAC will be watching this product closely.  A sample Enterprise screen is provided below:
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Committee Activity
The Membership committee is currently conducting a survey on the membership picnic.  The PR committee has developed an updated brochure for LMxAC (copies to be available at the meeting).  The Technology committee met early this month and the Circulation Protocols committee is sponsoring forums on the circulation and hold maps.
