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The president called the meeting to order at 7:35 pm.  He announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  


The minutes of March 15 were approved (Mayner/Granison).  Ms. Rittinger arrived at this time. 


Board Reports:  Mr. McCoy reported for Ms. Winston about the April council meeting, and for the Friends.  Mr. Rittinger reported on the March council meeting.  Ms. Mayner reported on the Oprah Book Club.


Programs and Services:  The director reported on a variety of activities.  Ms. Donnelly arrived at this time.  After review, it was voted (Stone/Granison) to recommend to the mayor and council revisions to Chapter 78 of the Borough Ordinances, related to the Library.  The director also reported that Ms. Younger had been appointed as the summer recreation director for the Borough, and that there would be a meeting on Monday to start the planning for teen programs in Roselle.


Finance:  The Board voted to approve the April bill listing (Stone/Guest) and the March financial report (Donnelly/Guest).  Following a walk-through of the proposal, the board voted to adopt the draft F08 budget (Stone/Rittinger).  After a similar presentation, the board also voted to recommend the Calendar 07 capital improvements budget to the mayor and council (Guest/Donnelly).   


Buildings and Grounds:  There were several positive comments about the not-quite-completed lighting project.  There were no problems with the chimney cleaning, and the duct cleaning would take place in the following week.  The board asked that the paneling in the main room be oiled or polished.  The board also voted to sell a surplus typewriter and a wall map (Guest/Stone).
Planning:  The director noted that the site survey was scheduled for completion in the next week.

Personnel:  There was discussion about the proposal to increase, on a temporary basis until June 30, Nicole Younger’s hours to 35/week.  It was explained that the goal was to make her full time, between the Library and the Borough, in order to accomplish some planning for teen programs;  that the Borough would be paying Ms. Younger for an unspecified number of hours as the summer recreation director;  and that there was money available due to not filling this position in January as originally budgeted.  The board then voted to approve the temporary increase in hours (Mayner/Granison), with one no vote.  The board then voted to go into executive session to discuss the director’s evaluation at 8:52 pm (Donnelly/Mayner).  They returned to regular session at 9:26 pm (Guest/ Granison);  no actions were taken as a result of the executive session.

Fundraising:  The Friends are making plans to incorporate the functions of the proposed Roselle Library Association.

Old Business:  The director reported that he had held off on purchasing the passport photo equipment, due to the extremely high volume of passport requests lately.  Ms. Mayner said she would be in contact with members of the board regarding the resolutions issue.  The president appointed Dr. Granison to be the chair of the 70th Anniversary Committee. 

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:31 pm (Granison/Rittinger).
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
