The president called the meeting to order at 7:43 pm.  He announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  

The minutes of January 18 were approved (Donnelly/Guest). 


Board Reports:  Ms. Donnelly reported on the plans of the Friends, including the annual book sale, programs, tote bags, and the proposed donation of READ posters to the public schools.  Ms. Mayner reported on the Oprah Book Club, and the temporary loss of their meeting site.  The director will look into the inactivity of the second book discussion group.

Programs and Services:  The director reported that the Library will be receiving a small donation from the Gates Foundation in return for attendance at a technology workshop.  He also reported on the recent upgrade of the security software on the public computers.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the February bill listing (Stone/Rittinger) and the January financial report (Stone/Guest).  Mr. McCoy reported that Ms. Brody would donate $15000 to the expansion program, and $10,000 to an exterior lighting project;  the design of the lighting would be rolled into the meeting with Vitetta in May.   There was extended discussion of the new state “cap” law and how it might affect the operation of the library.

Buildings and Grounds:  The director reported that work on the security system and the office windows was complete;  that the contract to replace the main room lighting had been approved by the council;  that the lighting contractor could start work as early as March; and that the library had been closed on February 8 due to a mouse in the heating control panel.  The board voted to approve a proposal from Advanced Furnace and Air Duct Cleaning Inc. to clean our duct work, at a cost of $964 (Stone/Donnelly), and voted to approve a resolution of thanks to Jit Renjen of Hard Rock Marble and Granite for the donation of the stone monument (Guest/Mayner).
Planning:  The Board voted to approve a proposal from Dominic Venditto for a site survey, at a cost of $3500, funds to come from the shared services funds of the Project Account (Stone/Donnelly).  The director presented a chart showing the comparison of spaces between the existing building and the proposed expansion..
Personnel:  The director reported that he was not quite ready to make a recommendation for the teen associate position.  He also reported that Marita Parham did not receive one of the IMLS grants offered by the State Library.  After brief discussion, it was voted to approve the salary enhancement plan presented by the director (Stone/Guest).
Fundraising:  The next meeting will be in March.
Old Business:  Mmes. Mayner, Donnelly, and Guest will be a special committee to develop criteria for awarding resolutions to departing board members.  Mr. Esposito appointed Messrs. Rodriguez and  Stone to the 70th Anniversary Committee. 
There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:51 pm (Donnelly/Rittinger).
