The president called the meeting to order at 7:49 pm.  He announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  He introduced Councillor Jamel Holley, the outgoing council liaison, who thanked the trustees for their volunteer efforts and said he would continue to support the Library’s efforts to improve.


The Board reorganized for 2007.  Marita Parham, a notary public, swore in Messrs. Stone and Esposito, and Mmes. Winston, Rittinger, and Donnelly for their respective terms on the Board.  Mr. Stone then presented the slate of officers:  Anthony Esposito, president;   Maureen Donnelly, vice-president;  Elaine Rittinger, secretary;  Eudora Winston, treasurer;  Sidney Stone, assistant treasurer.  There were no further nominations, and the slate was approved (Stone/Donnelly).  The Board also voted to approve the meeting dates for the year (Winston/Donnelly), the official banks (Stone/Winston), the auditor (Stone/Winston), and the official newspapers (Donnelly/Guest).  Mr. Esposito said he would make the committee appointments after the meeting. 


The minutes of December 21 were approved (Donnelly/Stone). 


Board Reports:  Mr. McCoy reported on the January Council meetings, and passed around a sign-up sheet for attendance at the 2007 meetings.  A resolution of thanks for former trustee Helena Johnson-McKesey was tabled (Winston/Guest), on roll call: 5 yes, 1 no, 2 absent, 1 not voting.

Programs and Services:  the director reported that circulation for December was up, and for 2006 it was up 3% to 49,816;  he presented a brief analysis of some patterns which the data showed..  

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the January bill listing (Stone/Donnelly) and the December financial report (Rittinger/Winston).  He reported that $75 had been added to the Yvonne Holley Fund in the Project Account.  It was voted to accept the F06 audit (Stone/Winston).  The director reported that it was not advised to pursue e-rate funds, due to the low return we would get versus the effort made, and that correct figures from the Borough indicate that there is still $5000 left on the loan, after payment of $15,000 in this fiscal year.

Buildings and Grounds:  Mr. McCoy reported on the security system and the signage projects;  he was asked to draw up a resolution of thanks for Mr. Renjen for donating the monument..  He also reported on the status of the lighting project.  After some discussion, it was voted (Stone/Winston) to spend up to $3000 in addition to the borough funds towards the completion of the project.  The Board authorized a special committee (Stone/Winston) to develop a program for the building’s 70th anniversary in November 2007.  The director also reported that the toilet in the men’s restroom had to be replaced, that the windows in his office would be replaced with DCA funds, and that Sylvia Weidemann had donated to the Library her painting of the Clio Club.  He also noted that the HVAC contractor had filed a complaint in Small Claims Court about a bill related to the start-up of the new system, but that the bill had been located and would be paid.
Planning:  The director reported on his meeting with the architect and the building consultant.  Some minor changes were made to the Preliminary Plan, changing the square footage from 31,241 to 31,305.  Some additional information is being collected, but a design session had been scheduled for late May.
Personnel:  The director reported that he had not completed interviewing for the teen associate position;  the board agreed to wait until the February meeting for a recommendation.  There was some discussion about salary improvements, after which the Board voted that the director should present some recommendations by title (Stone/ Mayner).
Fundraising:  The next meeting will be in March.
New Business:  Ms. Mayner asked that some guidelines be created for developing board resolutions.  Councillor Dansereau, the new council liaison, spoke to the board about her hopes for the library.
There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:25 pm (Rittinger/Winston).
