The president called the meeting to order at 7:38 pm.  He announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  In the absence of the secretary, the director was appointed secretary pro tem 

The minutes of the meeting of July 19 2007 were approved (Winston/Donnelly). 

Board Reports:  The director reported on the recent council meeting.  Ms. Mayner reported on some historic materials related to library service in Roselle and to the Oprah Book Club.  It was agreed to schedule the annual holiday party for Thursday December 13. 

Programs and Services:  There was some discussion about expanded service hours, with a consensus that Sunday hours probably would not be as popular in Roselle as in other communities;  the discussion will resume at the September meeting.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the August bill listing (Donnelly/Guest), and the July financial report (Winston/Guest).  Mr. McCoy reported that Library took in an additional $15000 in revenue, mostly due to passport applications and fines, while under spending the budget by $7000, most of that in the materials line.  He reported that all municipal and state revenue had been expended.   The director also reported that the Library would receive a $1000 Union County HEART grant, for art work in the lunettes in the Main Room.

Buildings and Grounds:  The director reported that the new copiers had arrived, and that work on the grounds would begin after Labor Day.  The Board asked the director to develop a policy regarding misuse of the color function on the copier.
Planning:  The Board asked that the 3-D drawings be made available electronically as well as in paper format.
Personnel:  The director presented a new Performance Appraisal form, based on the NJLA model.  It was voted to amend the form by adding signature and date lines to the form (Granison/Mayner), and then the form was approved (Winston/Granison).  The Board voted to go into executive session at 8:35 pm (Winston/Granison), and returned to regular session at 9:27 pm (Winston/Guest).  The Board voted to give a 3% cost of living increase to Jean Gorczyca, raising her salary to $29,817, retroactive to July 2 (Winston/Guest).   There was some discussion of the time benefits survey conducted by the Hillside Public Library director.
Fundraising:  There was no report.
70th Anniversary Committee:  It was recommended that the festivities include the band and the Junior ROTC from the high school, and that at least a portion of Fourth Avenue be closed to accommodate their performances.

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:50 pm (Winston /Guest).
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
