The vice-president called the meeting to order at 7:34 pm.  She announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  

The minutes of the meeting of October 18 2007 were approved (Winston/ Rittinger).


Board Reports:  The director reported that the mayor and council had approved the revisions to Chapter 78 of the borough ordinances, related to library fines.  Ms. Donnelly reported that the Friends would once again decorate the Library for the holidays, and that they were planning several author visits for the upcoming months.  Ms. Mayner reported on the recent activities of the Oprah Book Club.

Programs and Services:  The trustees were updated on circulation and other activities. Mr. McCoy also said that he had met with Pastor Chamis of the First Presbyterian Church about securing a long-term agreement to use space at the church for library programs or offices;  they are not able to accommodate us at this time.  The board suggested contacting other nearby churches for space availability.

Finance:  After a few questions, the Board voted to approve the November bill listing (Mayner/Rittinger), and the October financial report (Winston/Rittinger).  Mr. McCoy reported on the recent budget hearing for the library and its implications.  The Board spent some time discussing the 2006 per capita expenditure figures for Roselle and nearby communities;  no action was deemed necessary

Buildings and Grounds:  The director reported on an incident with a patron and a chair.
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  There was general appreciation expressed to Ms. Mayner for the donation of $1000 to the Building Fund in memory of her sister, Edith.
Personnel:  The results of the recent staff evaluation were distributed and explained by the director. 
70th Anniversary Committee:  About 55 persons attended the reception, and $1488 was collected for the Building Fund.  Expenses were less than $700.
