MINUTES
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The vice-president called the meeting to order at 7:37 pm.  She announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  

The minutes of the meeting of September 20 2007 were approved (Winston/ Granison).  Ms. Rittinger arrived at this time.

Board Reports:  The director reported on the recent council meeting, specifically that the ordinance revisions would be voted on in November, and that the street would be closed in front of the Library for the 70th anniversary celebration.  Ms. Donnelly briefed the Board on the activities of the Friends, and of the Oprah Book Club.  Dr. Granison reported on her attendance at the recent Library Trustee Institute in Long Branch.

Programs and Services:  The director updated the Board on several projects.  The Board voted to:  close the Library at 5 pm on December 31 2007 (Stone/Winston); postpone the January board meeting until Thursday January 24 (Winston/Guest);  approve the 2008 holiday calendar (Rittinger/Winston).  The director recommended that we needed to find nearby meeting space for programs, and the board agreed that he should open negotiations with the Presbyterian Church.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the October bill listing (Guest/Rittinger), and the September financial report (Winston/Guest).  There was discussion about the 1/3 mill requirement and its impact on this year’s and next year’s library budget.  

Buildings and Grounds:   The Board approved the purchase of two new computers from Dell at a cost of $1962 (Guest/Granison).  The director reported on an enhancement to the gardens near the entrance.
Planning:  There was discussion about the recent board/staff dinner and planning session, with agreement that it was useful, and that the joint dinner should be an annual event.  In the context of discussion the major points of the session, the Board concurred with the shifting and purchase of furniture in the building.
Fundraising:  There was no report.
Personnel:  Mr. McCoy reported that Allan Novick had started as a page through the Easter Seals program that day, and that Marita Parham has been elected as the Roselle delegate to the Washington Rock Girl Scout Council.  The Board approved an increase of $.50/hour to $19.35 for Nicole Younger, effective October 8 (Stone/Rittinger).  The Board voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters at 8:50 pm (Winston/ Rittinger), and returned to regular session at 9:02 pm (Winston/Granison);  no actions were taken as a result of the executive session. 
70th Anniversary Committee:  The director reported that plans were moving along for the celebration, and that over $1300 has been donated to the Building Fund as part of that event.

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:06 pm (Stone/Winston).
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
