The president called the meeting to order at 7:06 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  

The minutes of the regular meeting of September 18 2008 were approved (Guest/ Granison).

Board Reports:  Mr. Esposito reported on the monthly borough council meeting.  Ms. Mayner reported on the Roselle Public Library Oprah Book Club and their recent movie/luncheon meeting, and Mr. McCoy reported on the Friends of the Library. 

Programs and Services: The director reported that the wireless access had been installed;  the Board asked that he report on the usage some in the future.  The Board voted to appoint Mark Hunter as the alternate voting representative to INFOLINK (Rittinger/ Guest).  The Board also discussed the director’s proposal to create an advisory panel to assist the staff in selecting materials in Creole;  the trustees concurred with the proposal, and requested that an interest survey be part of the recruitment process.  A motion to adopt the 2009 Holiday Calendar (Guest/Rittinger) was amended to include Saturday December 26 2009 as a closed day (Mayner/Granison), and then approved.  The Board also voted to close the library at 5 pm on Wednesday December 31 2008 (Rittinger/Guest).  The director reported that there had been two incidents with teenagers in the past few weeks, and that two teens had had their privileges suspended for six months as a result.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the October bill listing (Mayner/Guest), as well as the September financial report (Rittinger/Guest).  The director reported that he had applied for a small National Endowment for the Arts grant through the American Library Association.       

Buildings and Grounds:  The Board discussed the continued delays with the mural project.  Councillor Dow reported that she was working with DPW to re-install the directional sign on Amsterdam Avenue.  
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  There was no report.

Personnel: The Board approved the appointment of Jeffery McGrath as building maintenance worker/groundskeeper, at 12 hours/week at a starting rate of $14.69/hour, effective October 23 (Granison/Guest).  After discussion, the Board also approved the use of up to five sick days by the director as personal time during the balance of 2008 (Rittinger/Guest), on roll call:  4 yes, 0 no, 3 absent, 1 not voting, and 1 vacancy.  Mr. McCoy updated the Board on the status of contract negotiations with the staff unit.
There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 pm (Granison /Rittinger).
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
