The president called the meeting to order at 7:12 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  

The minutes of the meeting of November 12 2009 were approved (Mayner/ Winston).
Board Reports:  Councillor Aubourg reported on the December council meeting.  The Friends are planning some programs, and will be purchasing a rug for the Children’s area.  The RPL Oprah Book Club is considering a name change.  There were some comments about the annual Holiday party.

Programs and Services:  The director reported on circulation and battery recycling.  The Board voted to amend the 2010 Holiday Calendar by correcting the date of Memorial Day (Donnelly/Winston).

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the December bill listing (Rittinger/Mayner),   the October financial report (Winston/Rittinger), and the November financial report (Donnelly/Mayner).  The director updated the board on finance related issues.  

Buildings and Grounds:  The Board approved the proposal from Colline Integrated Security Services to install two surveillance cameras and related recording equipment, at a cost of $1448.38 (Donnelly/Rittinger).  The director briefed the board about tele-communications and the changes that LMXAC will be making. 
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  There was no report.
Personnel:  The Board approved the Access to Personnel Records Policy (Donnelly /Rittinger), and asked that each personnel folder note the dates of any inspection.  The Board also approved a $.50/hour increment for Daveron Woods, increasing his wage to $16.20/hour as of December 14 (Donnelly/Winston).  The Board went into executive session to discuss personnel and legal issues at 8:04 pm (Winston/Rittinger), and returned to regular session at 8:28 pm (Donnelly/Rittinger).  No actions were taken as a result of the executive session.
