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The president called the meeting to order at 7:12 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  He welcomed Councillor Aubourg as the 2009 liaison from the Borough Council.

The minutes of the meeting of December 18 2008 were approved (Donnelly/ Winston).

Board Reports:  Mr. McCoy reported on the January Council meetings.  Ms. Donnelly reported on the Friends of the Library and the RPL Oprah Book Club.  The Board voted to accept the resignation of JoAnn Guest as a trustee (Winston/Donnelly), and approved a resolution of thanks to her (Rittinger/Donnelly).  


Programs and Services:  The director reported that circulation was up significantly in December, and that for the year 2008 it rose 12.1% to 58,527.  The Board voted to approve an upgrade to the SAM software, at a cost of $595 (Bauknight/Winston).  


Finance:  The Board voted to approve the January bill listing (Donnelly/Rittinger), as well as the December financial report (Rittinger/Donnelly).  After a few explanatory remarks, the Board also accepted the F08 audit (Winston/Bauknight).  Councillor Aubourg briefed the Board on the borough’s financial situation.

Buildings and Grounds:  The director reported on a power shutdown with the HVAC system, which required the library to be closed on January 6 for repairs.  The Board asked that an analysis of the entire electrical system be costed out.   The Board approved a proposal from Cusumano Perma-Rail to replace the railings leading to the entrance, at a cost of $900.00 (Rittinger/Donnelly).  Mr. McCoy also reported that the murals were in hand, and that he was seeking a proposal to have them installed.  Councillor Aubourg reported that the mayor and council had passed a resolution thanking the Gates Foundation for the technology grant.
Planning:  There was extended discussion about the possibility of the proposed federal stimulus funding being available for library construction, the need for a local funding match, how long it will take to be bid ready, and other related issues.  The director was authorized to request the necessary funds from the Borough to make the expansion plans bid ready (Winston/Rittinger).
Fundraising:  There was no report.

Personnel:  The Board received a copy of the 2008-2012 union contract.  The Board voted to attach to the December minutes a chart showing the revised salaries for members of Local 32 (Donnelly/Rittinger).  The director noted that Allan Novick, a page funded through Easter Seals, will leave at the end of March, due to federal funding restrictions.  It was voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters at 8:29 pm (Winston/Rittinger).  The Board returned to regular session at 8:45 pm (Donnelly/ Winston);  no action was taken as a result of the executive session.

Under New Business, a resolution requesting the removal of a trustee for failure to attend meetings was moved and seconded (Winston/Donnelly), and, after discussion, was tabled to the February Board meeting (Donnelly/Winston).
There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:53 pm (Winston /Donnelly).
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
