The vice-president called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  Ms. Donnelly announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.

The minutes of the meeting of June 25 2009 were approved (Winston/Bauknight).
Board Reports:  Ms. Mayner reported on the activities of the RPL Oprah Book Club, as they come up to their sixth anniversary.  Mr. Esposito arrived at this time and assumed the chair.  He also reported on the July Council meeting.  There was further discussion about the continued vacancies on the Board;  the director reported on some legal research he had obtained.  The Board set August 20 as the date for the dedication of the Sidney Stone memorial, and moved the August 20 board meeting back to 8 pm.

Programs and Services:  The director reported on the increases in circulation, and the value of the passport program to the Library.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the July bill listing (Donnelly/Bauknight), after removing check #3411, pending completion of the work.  The Board also voted to approve the June financial report (Winston/Bauknight).

Buildings and Grounds:  The director updated the Board on various projects.
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  There was no report.

Personnel:  The Board asked that the staff provide additional opportunities at the schools to obtain library cards, so that more students can avail themselves of Tutor.com.  The Board also asked that the memorandum on use of time be re-issued.  The Board voted to attach to the July minutes the list of salaries for Local 32 members for the F120 budget year (Donnelly/Rittinger).  A motion was made to approve the revised Staff Dress Code (Winston/Donnelly).  After discussion, it was voted to amend the Code by reinserting the clause on ID pins (Donnelly/Rittinger), and by adding language stating that failure to comply with the code may result in a staff member being asked to return home on their own time to meet the requirements (Bauknight/Winston).  The amended and revised Code was then approved.  It was agreed that two additional items under Personnel would be discussed in executive session, at the end of the agenda.  The director reported on rate increases in pension and benefits, and that it appeared that the Library would have the opportunity to pay off the deferred pension payments next year.  Councillor Aubourg responded to some questions in that area and other financial matters.
Old Business:  The Board voted to approve the revisions to the Board bylaws and to place the revisions on the August agenda for final approval (Donnelly/Rittinger). 
Personnel:  The Board voted to go into executive session to discuss contracts and personnel matters at 8:10 pm (Bauknight/Rittinger).  The Board returned to regular session at 8:42 pm (Donnelly/Bauknight).  No action was taken as a result of the executive session.

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:43 pm (Rittinger/Bauknight).
