The president called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  

The minutes of the meeting of October 15 2009 were approved (Granison/ Bauknight).
Board Reports:  Messrs. Esposito and McCoy reported on the October and November council meetings.  The Friends will be holding their first Fall booksale, will decorate the Library again for the holidays, and will be cooperating with the Roselle United Methodist Church on a fundraiser at the Westfield Community Theater.  The RPL Oprah Book Club is celebrating its 6th anniversary.

Programs and Services:  The Board concurred with the director’s decision to eliminate the video collection.  He updated the trustees on the preparations for the H1N1 virus.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the November bill listing (Donnelly/ Mayner);  the October financial report was not ready for distribution.  The director briefed the board on some finance related issues.  

Buildings and Grounds:  Mr. McCoy reported that he was pursuing an answer from PSE&G regarding the flag pole lighting.  The Board asked that one row of end panels for the stacks be done this year, and they voted to designate $500 for the staff to redecorate the staff room (Granison/Bauknight).  Mr. McCoy also reported that the Mayor and Council had finally approved the contract to replace the stack windows. 
Planning:  The Board reviewed a chart showing space available for library services in Union County communities, and the exceedingly low ranking of Roselle on that list.
Fundraising:  There was no report.
Personnel:  The Board made some recommendations on the next staff/board dinner seminar.  The Board went into executive session to discuss personnel issues at 8:04 pm (Winston/Granison), and returned to regular session at 8:35 pm.  The Board then voted to adopt the evaluation goals for the director for F10 (Winston/Rittinger), and to grant Helen Conway intermittent leave without pay on an as-needed basis until her retirement on January 1 2010 (Bauknight/Winston).  
There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 pm (Winston/Granison).
