The president called the meeting to order at 7:16 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  

The minutes of the meeting of September 17 2009 were approved (Donnelly/ Bauknight).
Board Reports:  Mr. Esposito reported on the INFOLINK trustee workshop which he attended.  The director noted that recent court decisions regarding public records now allow citizens to request information without using an Open Public Records Act form, so long as they mention OPRA in their communication 

Programs and Services:  The director noted the continued increase in circulation, and distributed some data regarding hourly circulation and library card registration.  The Board asked that flyers be sent through the schools advertising Tutor.com.  The Board approved the 2010 Holiday calendar (Donnelly/Rittinger).  There was some discussion about how the Library would respond if the H1N1 virus became prevalent;  the director will follow up on the ideas.  

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the October bill listing (Bauknight/ Rittinger), as well as the September financial report (Donnelly/Bauknight).  The Board approved the purchase of two computer tables from Brodart, at a cost of $1698 plus shipping (Granison/Rittinger).  A motion to purchase two new computers from Dell at an approximate cost of $1800 (Rittinger/Granison), was amended to read “at a cost not to exceed $2000” (Donnelly/Granison), and then approved..  The Board discussed the idea of posting either the approved F09 budget or the proposed F10 budget on the website, and agreed to post both.

Buildings and Grounds:  The Board reviewed the report from this Committee;  the director was asked to expedite the fire safety points.  Mr. McCoy will also provide a bi-monthly update to the list.  The Board voted to accept the donation of a free aluminum flag pole (Granison/Donnelly).
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  There was no report.
Personnel:  The Board further discussed a policy regarding children in the workplace, and then approved, with one abstention, the following statement:  “Library employees may not bring their children to work, unless a specific time or day has been designated to allow children to accompany their parent to work, or with prior permission of the Director.  Violation of this rule may be subject to disciplinary action, up to and including termination” (Granison/Donnelly).  Also approved was a resolution creating a Library Retirement Reserve Fund and setting aside $1000.00 as the initial payment (Granison/Bauknight).  The Board appointed Richetta W. Lobban as senior library assistant, provisional, at the salary of  $28,962, effective 11/30/09 (Rittinger/Bauknight).  Councillor Aubourg commented on the payroll issue, and said he is hoping to have it solved soon.  The Board then voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters at 8:43 pm (Donnelly/Granison), and returned to regular session at 9:25 pm (Bauknight/Granison).  No actions were taken as a result of the executive session.

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:26 pm (Donnelly/Rittinger).
