The president called the meeting to order at 7:11 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  

The minutes of the meeting of August 20 2009 were approved (Winston/ Bauknight).
Board Reports:  The Friends will hold a book sale on November 14.  The RPL Oprah Book Club is looking again for a suitable meeting place.

Programs and Services:  The Board discussed ways of obtaining the match for the second year of the Gates Foundation grant.  The Board also agreed to participate in the LUCC holiday food drive, and to contribute what we collect to Roselle food banks.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the September bill listing (Donnelly/ Winston), as well as the August financial report (Winston/Rittinger).  The director reported on the 2009 State Aid check, and some small state grants we hope to receive.

Buildings and Grounds:  Discussion of the report of this Committee was postponed to the October meeting.  After discussion, the Board voted to approve a contract with Joe Percario to replace the stack windows, at a cost not to exceed $4945 (Winston/Granison). 
Planning:  The director reported that NJLA would sponsor a Building Fair on November 6 at the recently expanded Monroe Township Library.  There was extended discussion about whether and how to move forward with the Library expansion.  The consensus was that the Board would wait until the mayor and council approve funds for the architect to revise the plans and make them bid ready, and then consider the financial implications before making changes in the concept for the architect to work out. 
Fundraising:  There was no report.

Personnel:  The director distributed a list of staff sick time accrual, and the potential financial liability.  The Board asked that a reserve fund be set up to offset the anticipated cost of upcoming sick time retirement buybacks.  The Board discussed the Borough’s recently promulgated policy on children in the workplace;  the director was asked to bring back a similar policy for the Library.  Mr. McCoy informed the Board that principal library assistant Helen Conway would be retiring on December 31 2009.  He presented a job description for the vacancy, and the Board voted to post the vacancy (Donnelly/Winston).  The Board also voted to contribute $185 towards a retirement party and gift for Mrs. Conway (Donnelly/Bauknight).  Mr. McCoy also reported that the promotional announcement for principal library assistant would be posted on October 1.  The Board voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters at 8:30 pm (Winston/Granison), and returned to regular session at 8:56 pm (Granison/Winston).  No actions were taken as a result of the executive session.

The Board agreed to change the date of the November meeting to November 12.

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:59 pm (Donnelly/Winston).
