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The president called the meeting to order at 7:18 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  
Board Reports:  Ms. Donnelly reported on the Friends of the Library, and several upcoming activities.  Mmes. Rittinger and Granison arrived at this time.  Ms. Mayner reported on the RPL Oprah Book Club.  

Programs and Services:  The director reported that circulation continued to show significant increases.  The Board reviewed a Local History Collection Policy, drafted by senior library assistant Richetta Wilson Lobban;  after brief discussion, it was approved (Donnelly/Rittinger).  The director also reported that staff would be present at all the public school Open House sessions, to register parents for library cards.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the April bill listing (Winston/Granison), as well as the March financial report (Rittinger/Villeda).  The Board voted to appoint Eudora Winston as the co-signer on the Judge Warren Brody Fund (Villeda/Donnelly).  Mr. McCoy reported that the Library had received an NEH grant for books from the “We the People” program, as well as books on ecology from the County Clerk’s office.  The Board also voted to set the cash register starter fund at $45/day, and to set the petty cash account at $175 (Donnelly/Granison).  There was further discussion over the delays with the Borough budget, and then the Board voted to adopt the F10 budget (Villeda/Granison).  The director went over the details of the draft F11 budget with the Board, and the impact of less revenue from state and local sources.  Ms. Normil arrived at this time.  After some questions, it was approved for submission to Mayor and Council (Winston/Villeda), on roll call: 8 yes, 1 absent.  

Buildings and Grounds:  Mr. McCoy reported on some discussions with the electrician on the exterior lighting project;  the Board made some suggestions for the project.  He also updated the Board on the tree removal matter with the adjacent property.  The Board voted to purchase three computers as a price not to exceed $2500 (Rittinger/ Villeda). 
Planning:  The director suggested that it might be time to convene the committee and review our space needs, so as to downsize the project.  Mr. Villeda left the meeting at this point.  The Board concluded that the Library should concentrate on maintenance of the existing facilities, and discuss expansion at some other point in the future.
The Board went into recess at 8:13 pm (Rittinger/Normil), and returned to regular session at 8:19 pm (Winston/Granison).
Fundraising:  There was no report.
Personnel:  The director informed the Board about the upcoming educational offerings.  He announced that Ms. Wilson Lobban was the recipient of an NJLA scholarship for her master’s degree.  He also reviewed recent state and federal laws affecting public employees, his plans for continuing education, and issues with the borough payroll.
It was voted to suspend the agenda at this point (Rittinger/Winston) to move to the Public Portion.  Mary Short, president of Local 32, addressed the Board:  she stated that the union does not want any layoffs, would like more alternatives developed, and requested meetings with the director, board president, and Personnel Committee.  Nicole Younger from the staff stated that, as the shop steward, she would prefer to speak directly with the Board members and not go through the director.  Dave McFall from the staff requested that the Library install equipment to answer the phones automatically for basic questions such as hours.  Cynthia Coulter of the staff spoke about budget cuts, and questioned how certain matters were approved.  Councillor Yves Aubourg spoke about the pressures on local finances from the state level, and stated his support for the Library Board.  Veronica King of the staff voiced a complaint that union proposals were not accepted by the library administration.
Personnel:  The Board voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel issues at 8:57 pm (Winston/Normil), and returned to regular session at 9:19 pm (Winston/ Donnelly).  No actions were taken as a result of the executive session.  
There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:21 pm (Donnelly/Granison).
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
