The president called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  The president welcomed Richard Villeda as the newest member of the Board.

The Board reorganized for 2010.  Ms. Donnelly arrived at this time.  Ms. Rittinger presented the slate from the Nominating Committee:  Anthony Esposito, president;  Maureen Donnelly, vice-president;  Eudora Winston, treasurer;  Dorothy Mayner, assistant treasurer;  Elaine Rittinger, secretary.  It was voted to close nominations (Winston/ Donnelly), and then the slate was elected as presented (Rittinger/Bauknight), on roll call 7 yes, 1 absent.  A motion to adopt the third Thursday of the month as the regular meeting date (Donnelly/Winston) was successfully amended to change the start time to 7:15 pm (Donnelly/Rittinger) and then approved.  It was also voted to:  approve Advanced Financial FCU and TD Bank as the official depositories (Bauknight/Rittinger);  appoint Suplee Clooney & Company as the auditor for F10 (Winston/Mayner);  designate the Home News Tribune and LocalSource.com as the newspapers of record (Donnelly/ Bauknight).  The president said he would make his committee appointments at a later date.   


The minutes of the meeting of December 17 2009 were approved (Winston/ Mayner), Bauknight and Villeda abstaining.
Board Reports:  The director reported on the January council meeting.  He was asked to remind the mayor about two further appointments to the Board.  Dr. Granison arrived at this time.
The Board went into recess at 7:25 pm (Rittinger/Winston).  Elaine Rittinger, Eudora Winston, and Richard Villeda were sworn into office by notary public Marita Parham.  The Board returned from recess at 7:35 pm (Rittinger/Granison).

Ms. Mayner reported on the RPL Oprah Book Club.  Mr. McCoy reported on the Friends of the Library.  Various informational documents and newsletters were distributed. 

Programs and Services:  The director reported that 2009 circulation reached 62,552, the highest level since the late 1980’s.  Active cardholders and the collection also saw growth.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the January bill listing (Bauknight/Villeda), as well as the December financial report (Donnelly/Rittinger).  The Board reviewed and then accepted the F09 audit (Granison/Winston).  There was some discussion about legal representation;  the director will speak to our council liaison about that.  Mr. McCoy reported that the municipal budget was on track to receive final approval on February 17, which would allow the board to adopt a final budget at their next meeting.  There were some questions regarding pension payments, which the director will look into.

Buildings and Grounds:  The new stack windows had been installed, and the surveillance cameras were in the process of installation.
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  There was no report.
Personnel:  The Board was updated on various issues.  It was voted to approve making Maria Crespo permanent as principal library assistant, effective January 11, at a salary of $35,530 (Winston/Granison).   The Board voted to go into executive session at 8:04 pm (Donnelly/Bauknight), and returned to regular session at 8:55 pm (Bauknight/ Donnelly).  The Board then voted to add a personnel item to the agenda (Donnelly/ Winston), 6 yes, 2 no.  A motion to promote Jean Gorczyca to senior account clerk, at an annual salary of $32,927 plus longevity (Donnelly/Winston), was successfully amended to make the start date effective February 8 (Winston/Donnelly), and then approved on roll call:  5 yes, 2 no, 1 abstain.
There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:03pm (Donnelly/Winston).
