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The president called the meeting to order at 7:23 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  The president welcomed Ms. Normil to the Board.

The minutes of the meeting of February 18 2010 were approved (Bauknight/ Villeda), after amending the third sentence under Board Reports to continue:  “two of the charter members were residents of Roselle.” (Winston/Bauknight).
Board Reports:  The director reported on Friends of the Library;  Dr. Granison expressed concern regarding the ticket sales for the theater fundraiser.  There was no report on the RPL Oprah Book Club.  The president distributed his committee assignments.

Programs and Services:  The director reported that the library had closed for four days in February, due to snow, but that circulation was not seriously affected.  He briefed the Board on several issues.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the March bill listing (Bauknight/Villeda), as well as the February financial report (Winston/Rittinger).  There was brief discussion over the lack of a Borough budget, which prevents the Library from adopting its budget.  There was some discussion about the F11 budget, and the impact of state cutbacks;  discussion related to personnel was deferred to executive session..

Buildings and Grounds:  Mr. McCoy reported on the problem with the staff restrooms, and the trees from 320 Chestnut Street.  The Board voted to approve the sale of a compact disc display rack (Rittinger/Granison). 
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  There was no report.
Personnel:  The director informed the Board about the upcoming educational offerings.

It was voted to suspend the agenda at this point (Winston/Bauknight) to move to the Public Portion.  Michelle Bey addressed the Board with her concerns regarding computer availability, children in the library, and access to information for the visually impaired, among other comments.
Personnel:  The Board voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel issues at 8:45 pm (Winston/Granison), and returned to regular session at 9:36 pm (Granison/Normil).  No actions were taken as a result of the executive session.  
The director reviewed for the Board the recent community activities of library associate Marita Parham and principal library assistant Maria Crespo.

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 9:41 pm (Winston /Granison).
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
