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The president called the meeting to order at 7:24 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act.  Mr. McCoy reported that a quorum was present.  

The minutes of March 18 2010 and April 15 2010 were approved (Donnelly/ Winston)
Board Reports: Messrs. Villeda and Esposito reported on the recent Borough Council meetings.  Dr. Granison arrived at this time.  Ms. Donnelly reported on the Friends of the Library, particularly the theater fundraiser;  Dr. Granison made some suggestions for next year.  Ms. Mayner reported on the RPL Oprah Book Club.  Reports were distributed for the recent NJLA conference, and Dr. Granison and Mr. McCoy also reported  

Programs and Services:  The director reported that circulation continues to rise.  A painting by award winning illustrator Floyd Cooper was donated by him to the Library.  There was some discussion about how to get more use of Tutor.com, since it has been renewed for a second year.

Finance:  The Board voted to approve the May bill listing (Winston/Rittinger), as well as the April financial report (Mayner/Villeda).  The director reported that the Library has still not reimbursed the borough for the payrolls, as we await exact figures from the payroll manager.  After some review, the Board approved the 2010 Capital Improvements Plan (Winston/Mayner).

Buildings and Grounds:  The Board received a letter from the borough attorney, advising the Library that the insurance company for the property owner at 320 Chestnut Street claims no responsibility for fixing our fence;  the Board decided not to pursue the matter further.  The Board voted to sell two old folding tables and a used computer (Villeda/Granison).
Planning:  There was no report.
Fundraising:  Mr. McCoy reported that the he had filed the paperwork for the matching funds for the Gates Foundation grant, and that the check had been received.
Personnel:  There were positive comments on the annual board/staff dinner seminar.  The director noted that he had posted Civil Service exam notices for senior account clerk and senior library assistant.  After discussion, the Board voted to increase Richetta Wilson Lobban's salary to $30,072, effective May 31 (Donnelly/Villeda).  The Board voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel issues at 8:46 pm (Winston/ Granison), and returned to regular session at 9:01 pm (Winston/Granison).  The Board then voted to approve the Reduction in Force Plan and to submit it to the Civil Service Commission for their approval (Donnelly/Mayner).
